Where:  Meet at the main entrance to Waterloo Village on 
Waterloo Road in Byram (2.3 miles west from Route 206, or 6.2 
miles northeast from Route 46 in Hackettstown, and 0.3 mile 
east of the I-80 overpass (no exit)).  
 

Details:  We’ll take a flat ¼-mile walk to a vernal pool (½ mile 
round-trip) to explore an ecosystem that most people will never 
see!  Guaranteed to be blasted by the songs of Spring Peepers 
and to discover salamander eggs, fairy shrimp, and other unique 
creatures as evening sets in.  Learn how local people are helping 
to protect Waterloo’s amphibians…and what other big plans are 
in the works!
